Programs that work across the community

We are focused on the mandate
of “Making Family Famous”
across the continent of Africa.

We know that family is
important, but so often they

are taken for granted. Yet if we
were equipped to rebuild our
relationships, stay faithful to our
spouses and love and cherish our
children, our communities would
be totally different.

In scripture we see a link
between family relationships
and the land (Malachi 4 vs 5-6,
Leviticus 18 vs 24-25). In our
idolatry and fornication we have
done harm to our relationship
with God, with other people,
and with the land. Although

so much of Africa, relies on the
land to produce food, we have
abandoned God, and we aren't
willing to restore our family
relationships, which impacts our
fruitfulness.

We are training
Family Champions in churches,
and communities to teach moral
truths about family life, and give
tools to people to transform their
relationships.

A sanitary pad-making
project complements this
program and is ensuring that
young girls can stay in school
and finish their education!
